Text of Legislation:
Amend KRS 189A.005 and 189A.010 to create a per se offense within the DUI law for operating a motor vehicle with a detectable amount of a controlled substance, marijuana, or methamphetamine in the defendant's blood, breath, or urine; amend KRS 218A.991 to require, rather than permit, the revocation of an operator's license for a minor convicted of a drug offense.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections currently averages 320 new commitments per year for felony DUI.  An estimate provided by staff of the Kentucky State Police indicates that passage of this bill would likely increase arrests and therefore convictions and commitments by approximately 10% or 32 commitments per year.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the statistics and assumptions cited above, an average of 32 additional commitments per year with a 2-year sentence (5 months to parole eligibility) would result in an additional cost of  $323,000 in FY02;  $331,000 in FY03 and $339,000 in FY04.
