PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 19 amends KRS 189A.005 and 189A.010 to create a per se offense within the DUI law for operating a motor vehicle with a detectable amount of a controlled substance, marijuana, or methamphetamine in the defendant's blood, breath or urine. SB 19 also amends KRS 218A.991 to require, rather than permit, the revocation of an operator's license for a minor convicted of a drug offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of this measure is indeterminable, but would likely be minimal.  Interviewees indicated the measure could require additional training of personnel and possibly additional overtime for increased court time associated with prosecution of offenders.  However, law enforcement officials indicated the procedures they are operating under reflect this measure.  With recent construction of new jails across the state, the President of the Kentucky Jailers Association felt that current facilities could accommodate the additional persons convicted and incarcerated as a result of this bill.  Additionally, the revocation of the operator's license mandated by this measure could assist law enforcement by limiting time spent dealing with repeat offenders.
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
