PURPOSE/MECHANICS

Senate Bill 27 amends KRS 5.120 removing one precinct from Senate District 20 and adding it to Senate District 36.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of Senate Bill 27 is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Since the bill moves one precinct, in whole, from one district to another, the effect is minimized.  District maps will have to be revised to reflect the change, but maps will not require large-scale revision.  Board of Election officials stated that, due to the minimal nature of the change, individually contacting affected citizens would not be required.  Therefore, costs associated with this bill would be confined to staff time necessary to revise maps and office records within the Board of Elections.  Some of these costs would be defrayed by selling copies of the new maps to the public.
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
