Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 532 to impose a 5 year moratorium on executions in Kentucky; require the Criminal Justice Council to make recommendations with regard to the imposition of the death penalty to the 2003 General Assembly by providing the recommendations to the Judiciary Committee no later than July 1, 2002.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Passage of this bill would have little, if any, impact on the Department of Corrections. While it could result in one or more inmates remaining on death row for a longer period of time, the expense associated with executions in terms of security staff overtime and related logistic costs would be obviated resulting in likely no additional net cost to the Department.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
A moratorium could result in the longer incarceration of a person on death row and could temporarily postpone the costs associated with preparing for and carrying out an execution.  No additional costs are therefore anticipated resulting from passage of this bill.
