PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill authorizes the issuance of a special license plate to fund the development and promotion of spay neuter programs within the state. Ten dollars of the initial plate issuance fee and $5 of a renewal fee would be deposited to the credit of the Animal Control and Care Fund (KRS 258.119).

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

County clerks will be affected by the bill. The precise fiscal impact is indeterminable, but ought to be minimal.

County clerks will be required to receive and process initial and renewal applications for the special license plates, store unsold plates, account for the fees received, and transmit the funds to the Transportation Cabinet. While these activities will require the expenditure of staff time and resources, it is the opinion of the Kentucky County Clerks Association that a fee of $3 received by the county clerks for the issuance of each license plate and renewal decal will adequately cover the expenses incurred.
