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AN ACT relating to boards of education.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 160.190 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any vacancy in any board of education shall be filled by the commissioner of education[chief state school officer] within ninety (90) days after the vacancy occurs. The member so chosen shall meet the eligibility requirements as established by KRS 160.180 and shall hold office until his successor is elected and has qualified. The local board of education may make nominations and any person may nominate himself or another for the office.

(2)
Notwithstanding the provisions of KRS 61.810, interviews conducted by the commissioner of education that lead to the appointment of a member to a vacancy shall be public meetings, open to the public at all times, and shall be held in accordance with KRS 61.805 to 61.850. The commissioner shall also provide an opportunity for the community to question the prospective candidates in a public forum.
(3)
Any vacancy having an unexpired term of one (1) year or more at the next regular November election after the vacancy occurs shall be filled for the unexpired term by an election to be held at the next regular November election after the vacancy occurs. The elected member shall succeed the member chosen by the chief state school officer to fill the vacancy.
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
