"Section 7.   KRS 30A.190 is amended to read as follows:

All fees, fines, forfeitures, and costs in any District Court or Circuit Court case shall be collected and accounted for by the Circuit Court clerk and paid into the State Treasury, except that sixty percent (60%) of any fines imposed for the violation of KRS Chapter 150 or KRS Chapter 235 shall when collected be paid into the fish and game fund and all fines and costs imposed for the violation of KRS 433.753, 433.757, and 433.875 shall be paid to the solid waste district or nonprofit agency identified by the KY-CLEAN Board established in Section 3 of this Act, as the responsible agency for litter control and abatement in the county or solid waste management district.
Section 8.   KRS 512.070 is amended to read as follows:

A person is guilty of criminal littering when he:

(a)
Drops or permits to drop on a highway any destructive or injurious material and does not immediately remove it; or

(b)
Knowingly places or throws litter on any public or private property or in any public or private water without permission; or

(c)
Negligently places or throws glass or other dangerous pointed or edged substances on or adjacent to water to which the public has access for swimming or wading or on or within fifty (50) feet of a public highway; or

(d)
Discharges sewage, minerals, oil products or litter into any public waters or lakes within the state.

If a violation of this section is commited in the presence of a law enforcement officer charged with enforcement of KRS 433.753, 433.757, and 433.875 and there are reasonable grounds to believe that the person being cited will appear to answer the charge, the officer may, in lieu of a physical arrest, issue a citation as authorized by KRS 431.015, 431.450, and 431.452. When a citation is issued under this section, respective fines and court costs may be prepaid to the circuit clerk as authorized by KRS 431.452.  All moneys received shall be used for litter abatement and control programs and projects.

Criminal littering is a Class A misdemeanor." ; and
