On page 27, after line 20 by inserting the following new section:

"SECTION 11.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 6 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Upon majority vote of the members of the committee or subcommittee and approval by majority vote of the Legislative Research Commission, the chair or co-chair of any statutory committee, standing committee, or any subcommittee of the General Assembly may:

(a)
administer oaths;

(b)
compel testimony of witnesses; and

(c)
compel production of evidence as set forth in subsection (2) of this section.

(2)
Subject to subsection (1) of this section, the chair or co-chair of the committee or subcommittee may issue subpoenas and subpoenas duces tecum to compel the giving of evidence concerning any matter pending or under study before the committee or subcommittee.

(3)
If any person fails or refuses to testify or furnish evidence concerning any matter with respect to which a committee, standing committee, or subcommittee desires, the Franklin Circuit Court, on application of the chair or co-chair, following approval by the majority of the committee's or subcommittee's membership and a majority of the membership of the Legislative Research Commission, may compel obedience to the subpoena or subpoena duces tecum by proceedings for contempt as in the case of disobedience of a subpoena issued from the Circuit Court or a refusal to testify in that court.".
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
