Text of Legislation:
Create a new section of KRS Chapter 524 to specify how items of evidence which may be subject to DNA examination may be disposed of. EMERGENCY 

Clarify definition of "following trial" as time after first appeal; clarify circumstances in which DNA evidence may be disposed of prior to trial; define those circumstances in which DNA evidence may be disposed of following trial; define the burden of proof in motion to dispose of DNA evidence and to place that burden upon the moving party; change the penalty and provide that destruction of DNA evidence in violation of this section is a violation of KRS 524.100.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Without any historical data to rely on, the Department of Corrections estimates that passage of this bill as amended could result in perhaps one additional Class D conviction per year with a 1-year sentence.  The median time served for those felons with a 1-year sentence is 7.6  months.  Based upon time served, therefore, this would result in one additional inmate in FY02; one inmate in FY03; and one inmate in FY04.

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assumptions cited above, the Department estimates the fiscal impact of this bill upon passage would be $11,900 in FY02; $12,200 in FY03; and $12,400 in FY04.
