Text of Legislation:
Amend KRS 403.750 relating to domestic violence orders to specify that a person against whom the order is issued cannot possess a firearm. Create a new section of KRS Chapter 527 to define misdemeanor crime of domestic violence and to prohibit possession of a firearm or ammunition by a person convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence as a Class A misdemeanor for the first offense and Class D felony for a second or subsequent offense.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This bill expands the crime of Possession of a Firearm to include persons convicted of the misdemeanor crime of Domestic Violence.  The first offense is a Class A misdemeanor, subsequent offenses are Class D felonies.  The Department of Corrections anticipates that passage of this bill would result in no additional inmate commitments in FY02, one additional inmate in FY03, and one additional inmate in FY04.  The average sentence could be 2 years resulting in an average time served of 15.3 months.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the assessment noted above, the Department of Corrections estimates that passage of this bill would result in one additional inmate in FY03 and FY04 at a cost of $18,000 in FY03 and $18,700 in FY04.
