Amend KRS 509.040 to provide additional classification of offense of kidnapping.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The Department of Corrections averages 6 commitments per year for kidnapping with a sentence of 20 years.  The Department anticipates that this bill could result in one additional inmate per year.  This would result in one additional inmate in FY02, 2 inmates in FY03, and 3 inmates in FY04.  This number could continue to grow by one additional inmate per year for 17 years.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The Department of Corrections estimates that passage of this bill would result in one additional inmate in FY02 at a cost of $17,800, 2 additional inmates in FY03 at a cost of $36,500 and 3 additional inmates in FY04 at a cost of $56,000.
