PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 93 requires cities to fix the compensation of city nonelected officers in accordance with a personnel pay and classification plan, which shall be adopted by ordinance.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal.  Currently, cities must change nonelected city officials' salaries by ordinance.  SB 93 would require cities to pass an ordinance to fix the nonelected city officials' salaries to a classification plan and salary range.  There would be a minimal cost with associated with publication and staff time required to pass the ordinance.  Cost savings would accrue over time, however, because the bill requires nonelected officials' salaries to be fixed to a classification plan with an established salary range.  Future salary changes for nonelected officials could be executed by order, rather than requiring the cost of passing a new ordinance for each salary change, as is currently the case.
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
