PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 97 gives local planning commissions or planning units the authority to establish requirements for "buffer zones" that would be established between proposed nonagricultural land and any contiguous land in agriculture use.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 97 on local planning and zoning agencies is indeterminable, but should be minimal.  This bill requires the creation of buffer zones made up of green space and fencing between nonagricultural land and adjacent land in agricultural use.  Local planning units would establish requirements for these buffer zones.  Local soil and water conservation agencies would have the responsibility in areas of the state without formal planning units.  Planning unit staffs would need to become familiar with provisions of the bill, should it pass, but may not necessarily have to undergo additional training.  Local planning ordinances may have to be amended or altered in some manner to reflect the change.  Also, there may be some type of on-going enforcement process.
