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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Hugh Russell Holland.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Hugh Russell Holland, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Hugh Russell Holland was born on September 14, 1919, a native of Spencer County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 11, 2001; and

WHEREAS, Hugh Russell Holland was the devoted husband of Juanita Monroe-Holland, a longtime General Assembly Senate employee; he was the loving father of a daughter, Raylyn Holland, of Louisville, and a son, Russell Neal Holland, of Maryville, Tennessee; and he was the proud grandfather of Wesley Holland, Nicholas Walters, and Corey Walters; and

WHEREAS, Hugh Russell Holland was a graduate of the Air Corps Technical School, Aeronautical University, in Chicago, Illinois; he served his country with distinction in the European and African Theaters during World War II, flying General George S. Patton on several occasions, and twice being held prisoner; and he was the recipient of the Air Medal and Good Conduct Medal for the Army Air Corps; and

WHEREAS, Hugh Russell Holland graduated from the Lexington Technical School, and was employed by Schenley Distillery for thirty-seven years as a machinist, and he was also owner, along with his wife, of Holland Frames and Interiors; he was a devout Methodist, a 32nd degree Shriner and Mason, and he was a lifetime member of the VFW; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Hugh Russell Holland has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
