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A RESOLUTION urging Congress and the U.S. Forest Service to remove the Daniel Boone National Forest from the Recreation Fee Demonstration Program (Program) authorized by Public Law 104-134, and urging Congress to remove any other project in the Commonwealth of Kentucky from the program.

WHEREAS, Public Law 104-134 authorized the Recreation Fee Demonstration Program to test entrance and user fees on federal lands where people recreate; and

WHEREAS, the program authorized the U.S. Forest Service, the National Park Service, the Bureau of Land Management, and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service to implement programs throughout the United States; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Forest Service has chosen the Daniel Boone National Forest as one of its testing sites to implement entrance and user fees; and

WHEREAS, the Daniel Boone National Forest is located in an area of the Commonwealth that is economically depressed; and

WHEREAS, paying fees to utilize recreational opportunities on federal lands imposes a financial hardship on the citizens of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the federal government is currently experiencing a budget surplus;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Senate urges the United States Congress and the United States Forest Service to remove the Daniel Boone National Forest from the Recreation Fee Demonstration Program (Program) authorized by Public Law 104-134, and urges Congress to remove any other project in the Commonwealth of Kentucky from the program.

Section 2.   The clerk of the Senate is directed to send copies of this Resolution to the members of Kentucky's Congressional Delegation.
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
