WHEREAS, Faull Sanders Trover, Sr., was born on February 18, 1918, a native of Earlington, Hopkins County, Kentucky, and longtime resident of Madisonville, Hopkins County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on May 8, 2000; and

WHEREAS, Faull Sanders Trover, Sr., was the loving son of the late Barton C. Trover and Ruth Hibbs Trover; he was the devoted husband of Betty Jo Hailey Trover; he was the loving father of two daughters, Marguerite T. Wilson, M.D., and Anne T. Ewing, and two sons, Faull S. Trover, M.D., of Earlington; and he was the proud grandfather of eight grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Faull Sanders Trover, Sr., graduated from the University of Louisville School of Medicine, and he was a member of the Honor Medical Society in 1948 and 1949, having been president in 1949; he served his internship at the Brooke Army Hospital, and he served his country with distinction during World War II as a United States Army Captain with the Medical Administrative Corps from 1941 to 1946, including service in the Philippine Islands; and

WHEREAS, Faull Sanders Trover, Sr., was an esteemed member of the Hopkins County community where he was a member of the Madisonville Christian Church; he was past president of the Trover Clinic Foundation and he was a member of the Hopkins County Medical Society, the Kentucky Medical Association, the American Medical Association, the Kentucky Chapter of American Academy of Pediatrics; he was a past member and vice president of the Kentucky Tuberculosis Commission, and he was a charter member of the Fees Claims and Utilization Executive Committee of the Kentucky Medical Association; and
