WHEREAS, Lisa Gunn was the loving daughter of Otis W. and Patricia Ann Gunn; she was the loving sister of three brothers, Robert L., Christopher D., and Anthony W. Gunn; and a sister, Tonya Gunn Bruce; and she was a loving aunt to Anston Bruce and Sarah Elizabeth Gunn; and
