PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 840 creates the Therapeutics Advisory Committee attached to the Department for Medicaid Services.  The committee would act in an advisory capacity and perform drug reviews and make recommendations on which drugs should be placed on prior authorization.  Local health departments would lose revenues if they choose to prescribe a drug which required authorization prior to being eligible for Medicaid reimbursement, and which had not received the authorization. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 840 on local governments is indeterminable, but likely would be minimal.  It is not likely that local health departments will prescribe drugs that are not authorized, and for which they would not receive reimbursement through the Medicaid program.  
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
