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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To create a new section of KRS Chapter 164 to add the definition of "resident" regarding college tuition waiver programs for deceased veterans' dependents; authorizes promulgation of administrative regulations by the Kentucky Department of Veterans' Affairs; to amend KRS 164.507 to provide an additional criterion (was married to a resident of Kentucky at the time of death) as a qualifying factor for a tuition waiver.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 164 to add definition of "resident" regarding college tuition waiver programs for deceased veterans' dependents; authorizes promulgation of administrative regulations by the Kentucky Department of Veterans' Affairs; amends KRS 164.507 to provide the additional criterion (was married to a resident of Kentucky at the time of death) as a qualifying factor for a tuition waiver.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 112/GA is indeterminable; however the fiscal impact should be minimal. Although the additional number of students that would qualify for tuition waivers under the provisions of HB 112 is indeterminable, it should be noted that in FY 2000-01, four (4) students qualified for tuition waivers under KRS 164.507 at a total cost of $10,000.
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
