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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To create a new section of KRS 164 to waive tuition at state supported postsecondary schools for dependents of any veteran who acquired a disability as a result of the veteran's service.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a new section of KRS 164 to waive tuition at state supported postsecondary schools for dependents of any veteran who acquired a disability as a result of the veteran's service; provides eligibility requirements.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 115/GA is indeterminable.

Section 1: The fiscal impact, currently, should be minimal.  The only category of disability that qualifies, according to the Kentucky Department of Veterans Affairs, is Spina Bifida and there are only eight (8) Kentucky residents with the condition.  It is possible, in the future, that other conditions could be determined to qualify.
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
