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AN ACT relating to eavesdropping and related offenses.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 526.010 is amended to read as follows:

[[The following definition applies in this chapter, unless the context otherwise requires:]
(1)
Except as provided in subsection (2) of this section, "eavesdrop" means in this chapter to overhear, record, amplify, or transmit any part of a wire or oral communication of others without the consent of all parties[at least one (1) party] thereto by means of any electronic, mechanical, or other device.

(2)
"Eavesdropping" shall not occur when at least one (1) party to the wire or oral communication consents to the wire or oral communication being overheard, recorded, amplified, or transmitted, and the wire or oral communication:
(a)
Is being overheard, recorded, amplified, or transmitted for law enforcement purposes; 
(b)
Is of an emergency nature including, but not limited to, the reporting of a crime, medical emergency, fire, or disaster;
(c)
Conveys threats of extortion, blackmail, bodily harm, or other unlawful requests or demands; or
(c)
Occurs anonymously or repeatedly.
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
