On page 1, from line 22 through page 2, line 4 delete all new language and insert in lieu thereof the following:

"(1)
Upon a motion of the victim or victims of video voyeurism to seal photographs, film, videotapes, or other images that were filed in the court record of the case, the court shall conduct a hearing at which the movant shall have the burden of proving that sealing the particular records identified in the motion:

(a)
Is necessary to protect a constitutional right;

(b)
Will in fact protect that right; and

(c)
Is narrowly tailored to protect that right.

(2)
Representatives of the public, including the media, shall be allowed to intervene for the purpose of challenging the motion to seal. The court shall make written findings of fact and conclusions of law which shall be a part of the open court record and shall be available for review by the Court of Appeals."
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
