PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 133/SCS creates a new section of KRS Chapter 531 to establish the crime of voyeurism and designate the crime a Class A misdemeanor.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 133/SCS on local governments is indeterminable, but would likely be minimal.  The measure prescribes a Class A misdemeanor for conviction of voyeurism.  It is not possible to predict how many persons would be arrested or convicted for the crime of voyeurism.  

The measure will require law enforcement to seal all photographs, film, videotapes or images that are introduced into evidence.  At the conclusion of prosecution the measure will require, unless needed for additional prosecution, destruction all evidence described in the preceding sentence.

Interviewees indicated the measure would have little if any impact on their agencies since they are addressing these types of crimes through existing laws.  However, if enacted, the measure could enhance law enforcement capability of addressing these types of crimes, possibly saving staff time for court appearances and other administrative duties.
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
