PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The bill would create the crimes of "performing", "attempting to perform", or "participating in an attempt to perform" human cloning.  The bill would also create the crimes of "shipping or receiving ... an embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from an embryo produced by human cloning", or "importing ... an embryo produced by human cloning, or any product derived from an embryo produced by human cloning."  Persons convicted of the crimes would be civilly liable for an amount not less than $1 million, and would be guilty of a Class C felony.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact on local governments is indeterminable, but likely would be minimal.

While local governments would be responsible, at the local government's expense, for housing persons charged with the crimes through the period of their conviction and sentencing,  the number of events constituting a crime would be expected to be extremely small.

Local law enforcement personnel would require additional training to become familiar with the bill's provisions.
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
