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AN ACT relating to the cloning of humans.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 436 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in this section:

(a)
"Human cloning" means human asexual reproduction, accomplished by introducing nuclear material from one (1) or more human somatic cells into a fertilized or unfertilized oocyte whose nuclear material has been removed or inactivated so as to produce a living organism, at any stage of development, that is genetically virtually identical to an existing or previously existing human organism;
(b)
"Asexual reproduction" means reproduction not initiated by the union of oocyte and sperm; and
(c)
"Somatic cell" means a diploid cell, having a complete set of chromosomes, obtained or derived from a living or deceased human body at any stage of development.
(2)
No person shall knowingly:

(a)
Perform or attempt to perform human cloning;
(b)
Participate in an attempt to perform human cloning; or
(c)
Ship or receive for any purpose an embryo produced by human cloning or any product derived from an embryo produced by human cloning.
(3)
No person shall knowingly import for any purpose an embryo produced by human cloning, or any product derived from an embryo produced by human cloning.

(4)
Nothing in this section restricts areas of scientific research not specifically prohibited by this section, including research in the use of nuclear transfer or other cloning techniques to produce molecules, DNA, cells other than human embryos, tissues, organs, plants, or animals other than humans.

(5)
Any person who violates the provisions of this section for pecuniary gain shall be civilly liable in an amount not less than one million dollars ($1,000,000) and not greater than an amount equal to double the amount of gross gain, if that amount is greater than one million dollars ($1,000,000).

(6)
Any person who violates the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a Class C felony.

(7)
This section may be cited as the Kentucky Human Cloning Prohibition Act of 2002.

Section 2.   The Director of the Legislative Research Commission shall assign sufficient staff of the Commission to monitor and periodically report to the Commission on the progress of any study relating to a prohibition on human cloning undertaken by the General Accounting Office of the federal government undertaken pursuant to legislation enacted by the 107th Congress.
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
