PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 143 GA grants concurrent civil and criminal jurisdiction to the Federal government over all lands acquired by the United States in McCreary and Martin counties for a United States Penitentiary.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 143 GA on local governments is indeterminable, but likely could result in a minimal to moderate savings.

Criminal acts committed at the federal correctional facility would be considered a violation under the jurisdiction of the federal government, and subject to prosecution and incarceration by the federal government.  Thus, the proposed legislation should preclude any expense associated with the investigation of crimes within a federal correctional institution, or the prosecution, defense or incarceration of felons charged with or convicted of the crimes.
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
