PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure relates to peace officer training, retraining and certification.  The measure defines precertification status, certification status, inactive status, training deficiency status and denied status.  Requirements for length of training and retraining are set forth, as well as penalties for not receiving required training and retraining.  The measure allows extensions of time to complete training in certain circumstances.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 824 (HB 157) on local governments is indeterminable, but would likely be minimal.  

Interviewees indicated the measure could enhance current efforts to serve the public in the most efficient manner possible.  Training is an ongoing effort by most departments statewide.  The measure could provide consistency throughout the state in officer status and certifications.  The measure also specifies what happens when a certified officer does not complete in-service training within a specified time period.  Provisions for extensions under certain circumstances are provided.
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
