On Page 9, after Line 15 by inserting the following:

"5.
The cabinet shall:
a.
Promulgate administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A to establish standards for approval and procedures for review of cleanup plans submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph;
b.
Review plans submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph to determine if the plan submitted meets the standards established for approval;
c.
Inform a county or city of the approval of the plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph or to disapprove of the plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph. If the plan is not approved, the cabinet shall inform the county or city of the deficiency or deficiencies within the plan and require remedy of any deficiencies prior to approval;
d.
Monitor counties and cities to determine if plans submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph and approved by the cabinet have been implemented by July 1, 2004;
e.
Inform the Transportation Cabinet of any county that fails to submit a plan under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph by July 1, 2003, fails to have a plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph approved by July 1, 2003, or fails to implement by July 1, 2004, a plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph and approved by the cabinet; and
f.
Inform the Finance and Administration Cabinet of any city that fails to submit a plan under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph by July 1, 2003, fails to have a plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph approved by July 1, 2003, or fails to implement by July 1, 2004, a plan submitted under subparagraph 8.a. of this paragraph and approved by the cabinet.
6.
If a county fails to comply with the requirements of subparagraph 8. of this paragraph, the Transportation Cabinet shall suspend that county's share of funds allocated under KRS 177.360. The Transportation Cabinet shall immediately reinstate those funds when the county is in compliance with the requirements of  subparagraph 8. of this paragraph.
7.
If a city fails to comply with the requirements of subparagraph 8. of this paragraph, the Finance and Administration Cabinet shall suspend that city's share of funds allocated under KRS 177.366. The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall immediately reinstate those funds when the city is in compliance with the requirements of subparagraph 8. of this paragraph.
8.
Counties and cities receiving moneys according to this paragraph shall:
a.
Submit a plan for the implementation of cleanup of all roads and highways within their jurisdictions to the cabinet for review and approval by July 1, 2003; and
b.
Implement this plan by July 1, 2004.

Counties that fail to submit a plan, fail to correct a deficient plan, or fail to implement an approved plan shall be subject to the penalties imposed by subparagraph 6. of this paragraph. Cities that fail to submit a plan, fail to correct a deficient plan, or fail to implement an approved plan shall be subject to the penalties imposed by subparagraph 7. of this paragraph.".
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
