On p. 5, after line 5 insert:

"(3)
The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall transfer five million dollars ($5,000,000) in each of the fiscal years, 2002-2003 and 2003-2004, from the Highway Construction Contingency Fund as provided for by KRS 45.247 into the Kentucky pride fund established in Section 2 of this Act.
(4)
Ten million dollars ($10,000,000) of the money deposited into the Kentucky pride fund shall be reserved and distributed semiannually to each county for anti-litter control programs. These funds shall be allocated proportionately based on the ratio of lane miles of road within the county as a percentage of the total lane miles of road within the state. The funds shall be allocated subject to the following conditions:
(a)
All county, state, and federal roads shall be cleaned of litter three (3) times each year and all city streets within the county shall be cleaned of litter two (2) times each year;
(b)
Each county shall have obtained cabinet approval of the county's plan for roadside litter cleanup, as reflected in its waste management plan submitted pursuant to KRS 224.43-345;
(c)
Each county shall provide a twenty-five percent (25%) cash or in-kind match for each dollar received; and
(d)
In the event a county does not spend all of its allocation of funds as a consequence of having met the requirements of its plan for roadside litter cleanup using less than its allocation, the surplus funds may be placed in the county road fund."
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
