Amend KRS 434.840, 434.845, and 434.850, relating to unlawful access to a computer, to amend various definitions; add definitions of "effective consent" and "owner"; remove altering or damaging a computer as an element of unlawful access to a computer in the first degree; require that a person must act without the effective consent of the owner to be guilty of unlawful access to a computer; and establish a range of penalties for unlawful access to a computer in the second degree.

The Department of Corrections (DOC) estimates that passage of this bill may result in one additional person per year being sentenced to incarceration for Unlawful Access to a Computer II (Class D felony) with a sentence of three years (21.8 months time-served).
