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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 194/GA amends KRS 6.230 to provide per diem increases for the various constitutional officers of the General Assembly and to provide that increases be effective as of January 1, 2002.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 194/GA amends Subsection 230 of KRS Chapter 6 to provide that the per diem for employees of the General Assembly be changed as follows: chief clerk from $90 to $110, assistant clerk from $80 to $100, enrolling clerk from $75 to $95, sergeant-at-arms from $60 to $75, doorkeeper from $60 to $75, janitors from $50 to $65, cloakroom keeper from $50 to $65, and pages from $30 to $50.   

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  There would be no additional fiscal impact as a result of HB 194/GA, as the cost to provide the increased per diem payments can be absorbed within the existing appropriations for the Legislative Branch. 
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
