MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

To create new sections of KRS Chapter 171 to prohibit the relocation, removal, disturbance, or alteration of a war memorial, plaque, marker, or historic flag display located on public property; prohibits the renaming or rededication of a public street, bridge, building, school, preserve, reserve, or other public area dedicated in memory of or named for an historic figure or event; and to require the Kentucky Historical Society, with the cooperation of other state and local public agencies, to catalogue existing public monuments, memorials, displays, structures, and areas honoring and dedicated in memory of or named for an historic figure or event; cite as the Kentucky Historical Monuments and Memorials Protection Act; and to define the term “war”.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

Creates a new sections of KRS Chapter 171 to prohibit the relocation, removal, disturbance, or alteration of a war memorial, plaque, marker, or historic flag display located on public property; prohibits the renaming or rededication of a public street, bridge, building, school, preserve, reserve, or other public area dedicated in memory of or named for an historic figure or event; and requires the Kentucky Historical Society, with the cooperation of other state and local public agencies, to catalogue existing public monuments, memorials, displays, structures, and areas honoring and dedicated in memory of or named for an historic figure or event; cite as the Kentucky Historical Monuments and Memorials Protection Act; and defines the term “war”.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The fiscal impact of HB 21 is $247,600 in FY 2002-03 and $232,800 in FY 2003-04.  After full implementation of the program in FY 2004-05 it may be possible to reduce the recurring costs by approximately $100,000 per year.

This estimate is based on the following cost components:

Program Coordinator Primary contact regarding enforcement/compliance issues

and data collection. 1 Full-time position, Gr. 14, Total Annual Cost FY 2002-03 - $38,600;


FY 2003-04 - $40,500.


Regional Field Representatives - Liaisons to local officials and community


Officials regarding data collection and verification.  5 Part-time positions,


Gr. 12, Total Annual Cost FY 2002-03 $96,400; FY 2003- 04 - $102,000.

[Note:  After the initial data collection and establishment of a system

for reporting changes by local officials, these positions may be reduced or

eliminated.]

Database Entry - Maintaining and updating database 1 Full-time position,

Gr. 10, Total Annual Cost FY 2002-03 - $26,400; FY 2003-04 - $27,500.

Operating - Space Rental/Utilities - 1,500 sq. ft. @ $10.79 per sq. ft. = $16,200

(FY 2002-03) 1,500 sq. ft. @ $11.22 per sq. ft. = $16,800 (FY 2003 04)
Other Operating:  Copy machine rental, telecommunications, computers/software, and

travel.  FY 2002-03 ($70,000) FY 2003-04 ($46,000)

Funds Impact – Since the Act directs the cooperation of all agencies of the commonwealth,

the costs relating to the implementation of the Act may be “shared” through Memorandums of

agreements among the various agencies.
