MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  Expands Medicaid coverage to all uninsured women who are under age 65, who are not otherwise covered by Medicaid or other insurance, for breast and cervical cancer treatments.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 211 creates a new section of KRS 205.510 to 205.645 to expand Medicaid coverage to offer benefits to uninsured women who are under age 65, have been diagnosed with breast or cervical cancer or precancerous conditions through the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's National Breast and Cervical Cancer Early Detection Program, and who are not otherwise covered by insurance; requires the Department for Medicaid Services to request federal approval of this expansion; and requires the Department to promulgate administrative regulations to implement the program. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  This fiscal impact is indeterminable because the number of women age 65 or under who have had, or will have, breast or cervical cancer, and the cost of providing medical treatment to the expanded population, are unknown.  Cancer treatments for this population are currently not covered under Kentucky’s Medicaid Program.  Therefore, all additional costs to the Medicaid Program for this type of treatment, would require additional General Fund or Restricted Funds support, which would have to be appropriated for the approximately 20% required state match Kentucky must provide to be able to receive related Medicaid matching Federal Funds.
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
