On page 2, below line 23, to insert the following:

"SECTION 2.  A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 183 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
A person is guilty of carrying a concealed weapon in an airport sterile area when he or she intentionally carries a concealed deadly weapon, a dangerous instrument which is prohibited from being carried on an aircraft by a passenger pursuant to federal law, explosive, or incendiary device on or about his or her person when he or she:
(a)
Is attempting to enter a sterile area; 
(b)
Has entered a sterile area;
(c)
Is attempting to board an aircraft; or
(d)
Has boarded an aircraft.
(2)
A peace officer may carry a concealed weapon on or about his or her person in an airport sterile area when authorized to do so pursuant to KRS 527.020.
(3)
Carrying a concealed weapon in an airport sterile area is a Class A misdemeanor unless the defendant has been previously convicted of a felony in which a deadly weapon was possessed, used, or displayed, in which case it is a Class D felony.
(4)
As used in this section the following terms have the following meaning:
(a)
"Sterile area of an airport" means a portion of an airport specified in the airport security program that provides passengers access to boarding aircraft and to which the Transportation Security Administration controls access;
(b)
"Dangerous instrument" has the same meaning as it does in KRS 500.080;
(c)
"Deadly weapon" has the same meaning as it does in KRS 500.080;
(d)
"Intentionally" has the same meaning as it does in KRS 501.020.
(5)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to a person attempting to board, boarding, or on board a nonair carrier or airline aircraft or a government owned aircraft."
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
