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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 242/GA requires the Board of Claims to pay civil damages, including but not limited to loss of future earnings, in the event of a claim involving the wrongful death of a person.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 242/GA creates a new section of KRS 44.070 to 44.160, relating to the Board of Claims, to specify that the board must pay for loss of earnings and other normal civil damages in the event of wrongful death, up to the limits of the statute.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The provisions of HB 242/GA do not have a fiscal impact.  The Board is currently paying claims resulting from wrongful death cases.
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
