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AN ACT relating to the due date of utility and insurance bills.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 278 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Public Service Commission shall prohibit any regulated utility from issuing to any customer a bill or invoice in which the due date falls upon a national holiday. For the purposes of this section, "national holiday" means any paid holiday observed by employees of the United States Postal Service.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Insurance Commissioner shall prohibit any regulated insurer from issuing to any insured a bill or invoice in which the due date falls upon a national holiday. For the purposes of this section, "national holiday" means any paid holiday observed by employees of the United States Postal Service.
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
