AN ACT relating to hearing aid sales.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 334 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
No person shall sell, offer to sell, or distribute hearing aids through the mail to the ultimate consumer. Any person who violates this section is guilty of a Class B misdemeanor. Each sale shall constitute a separate offense.
(2)
No person shall ship or cause hearing aids to be shipped to the ultimate consumer. Any person who violates this section is guilty of a Class B misdemeanor. Each sale shall constitute a separate offense.
Section 2.   KRS 334.990 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Violation of any provision of this chapter, except as provided under Section 1 of this Act is a misdemeanor punishable, upon conviction, by a penalty not to exceed two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500) for each failure to comply with the orders of the board concerning each violation of law or administrative regulation concerning specialists in hearing instruments or by imprisonment in the county jail for not more than ninety (90) days, or both.

In addition to any other action authorized by law, the Attorney General may enforce provisions of this chapter by civil action for injunctive relief in any court of competent jurisdiction. In an action to obtain an injunction, it shall be sufficient to allege and prove that a violation of this chapter has occurred or is about to occur, and it shall not be necessary to allege or prove that any person has been misled or deceived by an unethical conduct or that any person has been damaged or sustained any loss as a result of any violation of this chapter.
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
