PURPOSE/MECHANICS

BR 1351 provides Tennessee Valley Authority police with full law enforcement powers across the state of Kentucky  giving them the power to enforce state laws, in addition to federal laws, in the state of Kentucky.  In addition, it provides concurrent criminal jurisdiction on TVA owned property in the state of Kentucky.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 1351 on local governments is indeterminable but likely minimal.

By granting TVA law enforcement personnel the power to enforce state laws on public property across the state, BR 1351 should reduce the work for local law enforcement agents, thereby reducing  costs for local governments.  

In addition, Section 2 of BR 1351 relates to the 30 Kentucky counties in which TVA property is located.  By granting concurrent criminal jurisdiction in these 30 counties, offenses that would be currently tried as federal offenses can now be tried in District or Circuit Court.  This should not place any added expense on local governments because all expenses associated with theses court systems are paid or reimbursed by the state.
