PURPOSE/MECHANICS

The measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 281A relating to commercial drivers licenses to require an applicant for a hazardous materials endorsement on the license to submit a photograph and fingerprints.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 917 (HB 257) on local governments is indeterminable, but likely minimal.  An applicant for a commercial drivers license with a hazardous materials endorsement must submit a recent photo and a set of fingerprints taken by local law enforcement.  The measure allows the law enforcement agency taking fingerprints or making a photograph to assess a reasonable charge to the applicant for the service.  The fee should cover the expense of the service.
