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AN ACT relating to highway rest areas.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 176 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
The department shall display the following flags at each rest area along the Commonwealth's interstate and turnpike system:

(a)
The flag of the United States of America, to honor our country and the democratic ideals of our forefathers. The flag of the United States of America shall be larger than or equal to the size of any other flag displayed at a rest area;

(b)
The flag of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, as specified by KRS 2.030, to honor the Commonwealth and its citizens; and

(c)
The flag of the National League of Families of American Prisoners of War and Missing in Southeast Asia, the black and white banner commonly known as the POW/MIA flag, which symbolizes America's missing and our unwavering determination to account for them.

(2)
The provisions of this section shall not require the department to erect new or additional flagpoles for the purpose of displaying the POW/MIA flag.
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
