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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 287/GA amends KRS 7A.010 and KRS 45.750 to provide a statutory definition for "information technology system" for use during the FB 2004-2006 biennial budget preparation cycle. 

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 287/GA amends KRS 7A.010 and KRS 45.750 to include a definition of “information technology system” for use in the FB 2004-2006 biennial budget preparation cycle; clarifies when an “information technology system” is considered a capital project; and states that the provisions of the bill take effect on April 15, 2004.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 287/GA has no fiscal impact because it codifies a definition and practice that is already in use.  Additionally, since the bill does not take effect until April 15, 2004.  
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
