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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 29 requires that all body piercing facilities register with local health departments and submit to at least bi-annual inspections, and prohibits body piercing and tattooing minors without written notarized consent by either a custodial parent or legal guardian.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 29 amends KRS 211.760 to define “body piercing”, “facility”, and “tattooing” and to prohibit body piercing of children under 18 years of age without notarized parental consent.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The facilities would be charged an inspection fee, which would be used to offset the inspection costs of the local health departments.

Currently, there are 92 existing studios/tattoo parlors out of which 330 tattoo artists are employed in Kentucky.  A tattoo artist must be registered, and each studio/parlor must be permitted.  All existing studios/tattoo parlors are already registered/permitted through local health departments. 
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
