MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 295 requires that funds appropriated for the Supports for Community Living (SCL) Program be utilized solely for that purpose, and that any unexpended funds be carried-forward to the next fiscal year.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: HB 295 amends KRS 205.6317 to prohibit funds appropriated for Medicaid Benefits for the SCL Program to be transferred to other program or administrative areas, and requires unexpended funds to be carried-forward to the next fiscal year; notwithstanding KRS 45.229.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 295 has no fiscal impact.  The provisions of HB 295 do not require additional funds, but prohibits appropriated funds from being utilized for other purposes, and requires any available funds at the end of each fiscal year to carry forward to the next fiscal year.
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
