PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 300 would create a sexual offender control program, specify the program's operations, impose certain requirements upon sexual offenders, and provide penalties for failure of a sexual offender to comply with the mandates of the bill.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 300 on local governments is indeterminable, but is expected to be minimal to moderate.

HB 300 makes "failure to cooperate with the sexual offender control program" a Class D felony for a first offense and a Class C felony for each subsequent offense.

Individuals convicted of a Class D or Class C felony may be housed in county jails for the duration of their sentence, and the state reimburses counties at a rate of $27.52 per day for the period of incarceration.  But the reimbursement does not begin until after the convict has been sentenced.  Costs associated with housing the convict before sentencing are borne exclusively by the county.  However, additional costs to counties are expected to be minimal to moderate because most sexual offenders are expected to abide by the dictates of HB 300.

Minimal costs would be expected as a result of the need to train and educate local law enforcement personnel on the new crime of "failure to cooperate with the sexual offender control program."
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
