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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

HB 306 amends KRS 12.020 and KRS 194B.030 to confirm Executive Order 2001-610, related to the reorganization of the Cabinet for Families and Children and Executive Order 2001-640, which amends the effective date of Executive Order 2001-610 to May 16, 2001.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

HB 306 amends KRS 12.020 to create the Office of Human Resource Management within the Cabinet for Families and Children and amends KRS 194B.030 to establish the Office of Human Resource Management and to set forth the duties of the office, to amend the duties of the Office of Program Support, to amend the duties of the Office of the Ombudsman and to change the office head from an ombudsman to an executive director, and to amend the duties of the Office of Performance Enhancement, all within the Cabinet for Families and Children.

To authorize reorganization changes provided in the Executive Orders and not confirmed in the Act, HB 306 confirms Executive Order 2001-610, dated May 18, 2001, with the same effective date, and Executive Order 2001-640 dated May 24, 2001, which amends the effective date of Executive Order 2001-610 to May 16, 2001.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

HB 306 has no fiscal impact because it codifies reorganization changes, effective May 16, 2001, that are already in practice.
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
