MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 317 amends KRS 224.20-710 to exclude farm trucks from the vehicle emissions control programs.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  Amends KRS 224.20-710 to exclude farm trucks from the vehicle emissions control program.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The actual fiscal impact of HB 317 is indeterminable due to the inability to accurately project the number of farm trucks going through the vehicle emission testing program (VET) in any given year; however, based on the current testing programs the estimated loss of revenues totals approximately $2,000 per year. 

Two vehicle emission inspection programs exist in the Commonwealth.  Because of an agreement with the Jefferson County Air Pollution Control District, the VET fees collected in Jefferson County are collected and used locally and would not be affected by this bill.  The VET program in Northern Kentucky (Boone, Campbell, and Kenton Counties) is operated by a contractor through the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet.  The fees collected through that program are deposited into the vehicle emission control fund, in accordance with KRS 224.20-730.  In the Northern Kentucky program, approximately $18 of the $20 fee is paid to the contractor for the operation of the program.  Approximately $2 of the $20 fee is used by the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet to fund activities associated with the operation of the Northern Kentucky VET program.

Therefore, assuming 1,000 farm trucks go through the Northern Kentucky VET program in a given year, the fee would generate approximately $20,000 (1,000 vehicles x $20 fee).  According to the distribution of the fee as mentioned above, the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Cabinet would no longer receive approximately $2,000 ($2 per vehicle x 1,000 vehicles).
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
