Text of Legislation:  

Amend KRS 508.025, relating to assault in the third degree, to include transportation officers appointed by a county to transport prisoners when the jail is closed. Assault must occur while transportation officer is performing job related duties.



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

There are currently 35 counties in Kentucky that have closed their jail systems and, therefore, require the services of a transportation officer to transport its offenders to alternate detention facilities.  The instance of assaults on these transportation officers is reportedly low and the Department of Corrections estimates that passage of the bill may account for approximately one new conviction for such offense in the coming biennium.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Based upon the facts and assumptions noted above, this bill may result in approximately one additional inmate in FY04 with a two year sentence (average time-served of 15.8 months) at a cost of approximately $10,500.
