On page 3, after line 7, by inserting:

"SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 45A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:

(a)
"Kentucky-grown" means an agricultural product that is produced, cultivated, raised, caught, or harvested in Kentucky; and

(b)
"Perishables" means fresh produce, fresh seafood, fresh eggs, freshwater fish, or fresh meat products.

(2)
If purchasing perishables, state agencies, as defined in KRS 45A.505, are encouraged to purchase Kentucky-grown perishables if available.

(3)
Prospective vendors of Kentucky-grown perishables may apply to the Kentucky Department of Agriculture for marketing assistance for the purchase of Kentucky-grown logos or labeling statements to be used on Kentucky-grown perishables under KRS 260.015, the Kentucky logo or labeling statement program.

(4)
Before a state agency may purchase Kentucky-grown perishables, the prospective vendor shall provide to the purchasing officer written certification that the perishables under consideration for purchase meet the definition of Kentucky-grown perishables."
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
