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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of House Bill 360 is to require the Justice Cabinet to establish the “Chemical Assisted Sexual Transgressor Recidivism Abatement Treatment Endeavor" program and to define what is a “qualifying sexual offense” for participation in this program.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  House Bill 360 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 532 to require certain sexual offenders to participate in a sexual offender chemical treatment program and to allow utilization of the program for certain sexual offenders seeking probation or parole. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact is indeterminable because it is not known how many parolees might be referred to this program by the Parole Board and how many probated sentences for the applicable offense will include the participation in this program as a requirement of probation.

If current trends remain constant, there will be 232 Probated Sentences for convictions and 19 paroles for the applicable offenses.   The number of probated sentences (232) include 24 felons who were shock probated, 11 released by court order, 2 released on pre-release probation, and 195 probated for applicable offenses.  Assuming that the courts would require 75% of the persons receiving (174) probated sentences to participate in this program and the Parole Board would require 75% of those persons paroled (14) to participate in this program, a total of 188 annually would be required to participate.

Based on the assumptions noted above the fiscal impact of House Bill 360 would total $686,200 in FY 2002-2003 and $1,532,000 in FY 2003-2004.  These amounts include the cost of six months of drug injections ($100 per injection, per month), lab costs ($250 per person), and Mental Health/Psychotherapy program cost ($2,800 per person) in FY 2002-2003, full 12 months costs for those 188 in FY 2003-2004, and 6 months costs for the additional 188 person expected to be impacted by this legislation in FY 2003-2004.  These costs are summarized as follows:
