MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 362 requires the Department for Medicaid Services (DMS) to apply for a home and community-based waiver program for individuals who are deaf and blind.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 362 creates new sections of KRS 205.510 to KRS 205.645 to define "deafblind" and require the Department for Medicaid Services to apply for a home and community-based waiver program for individuals who are deaf and blind; appropriates general fund support totaling, $600,000 for fiscal year 2002-2003 and $600,000 for fiscal year 2003-2004; and requires any funds not expended in any fiscal year to carry forward to the next fiscal year. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The fiscal impact of HB 362 would total $600,000 in each fiscal year. 

The following additional information is provided:

The National Center for Health Statistics (NCHS) estimates that 8.8% of the U.S. population has hearing problems, and  9% of those with hearing loss are deaf. As of 1995, Kentucky had approximately 371,000 persons with a hearing loss and 33,000 deaf persons, of which approximately 35,000 would be deaf and blind..
